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MISSION 
AAC's mission is to enrich the lives of children by creating a learning-rich educational              
environment that promotes and develops their imagination and guides them to discover            
their own creative skills and talents. We make learning relevant and exciting for             
students, as we continually draw connections between what they learn in the classroom             
and the real world.

PROGRAMMING 
We has delivered the very best in visual arts classes for kids, summer art camps,               
holiday art camps, art parties and art events in schools, community sites for kids. A               
team of experienced artists and educators design the AAC curriculum. The program            
simultaneously develops educational and artistic skills. 
 
The classes integrate the use of the Spanish language with subjects such as Early

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SCHEDULE OPERATION  

Saturday Art Educational Program 
Each Saturday day art, is unique and has creative lesson and artistic modules.             
Students will work in a variety of mediums including paint, drawing, textile and collage,              
creating unique works of art to take home. Each student receives individual instruction             
specific to their skill and interest level, as well as working in a group. Our goal is to                  
teach children the finer skills that come with art instruction while having fun and              
immerse in culture, identity and habitat!. All materials are provided for us. Class is              
limited to 10 kids per session (minimum of 5).​  Children must be ages 4-6.

PARTICIPATION POLICIES 

Payment and Registration. 
Children must be registered & pay in advance to participate—call for payment options.  
 
All fees are non-refundable—no cancellations. We arrange for staff and buy art supplies             
in advance.  
 
We must have at least 5 children in order to hold a class. We will notify parents 48                  
hours in advance if a class will be cancelled. Only then will payment be refunded.               
Please note that fees are non-refundable unless the program is cancelled. 
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Poor Behavior/ Discipline 
AAC Aprendiendo a Color, LLC Saturday Art Program believes in RESPECT for each             
other. We will only speak to your child with respect when we need to provide discipline.                
Should there be a problem, your child will be given two verbal warnings to correct a                
behavior. We will work hard with you and your child to ensure their success, but               
respect and kindness is imperative. Should we be experiencing any behavior problems,            
you will be advised. If the problem continues to be ongoing, your child will no longer be                 
able to attend the AAC Aprendiendo a Color, LLC Art program. 
  

Accidents/Illness/Emergencies 
When a child becomes ill or is injured during the program the parent/guardian will be               
contacted. If a parent cannot be contacted, the Director/ Teacher will call 911 and       
take the child to a local emergency proof provided a medical release has been signed.               
Judgment in such cases is at the discretion of the school authorities and parents     
assume financial responsibility. Please keep updated home and cell phone numbers on            
file. Should we not be able to reach anyone listed, we will take emergency actions               
necessary for the safety of your child. 
 

ATTENDANCE PROCEDURES 
Regular attendance is essential to language learning and we encourage children to            
avoid absences for causes other than illness or emergency. Late arrival can be very              
disruptive to the entire class, so we ask parents to make every effort to bring their                
children to the program by 9:30am on Saturday. In the event of an absence, we ask you                 
to contact directly your child’s teacher to inform him/her of the absence. 
 

DropOff and Pick Up Policies. 
We ask all parents to bring their child to the teacher’s classroom in the morning. 
Please remember that teachers often need to use this time to prepare for their class.
We ask that you wait until 9:25 am to drop off your child. At dismissal time we ask
you to pick up your child in his/her classroom.  
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Espace Parents. 
The building offers space where you can wait for your children and get to know other 
parents.  
 

Program Cancelled and Emergency 
Severe weather, utility problems or emergencies may necessitate the cancelation 
of the program. When such closing can be foreseen, an announcement will be made     
as early as possible. For weather closing, a decision will be made by 7:00 
am at the latest. It will be broadcasted over television station WSB (channel 2).        
Parents will be informed via email by the Director and teachers will make every        
effort to contact parents by phone.
